
TODAY’S READINGS 
 

First Reading -  Ezekiel 37:12-14: God promises to resurrect and return His people to Israel, affirming His iden-
tity and power. He vows to infuse them with His spirit, assuring fulfillment of this promise.  
 
Responsorial Psalm – Psalm 130: R. With the Lord there is mercy and fullness of redemption. From the depths, 
I cry to the Lord for mercy. If He counted sins, none could stand, but with Him, there is forgiveness, redemp-
tion, and steadfast love.  
 
Second Reading – Romans 8:8-11: Living by human nature cannot please God. True life is in the Spirit, evident 
if Christ's Spirit dwells in us. This Spirit brings life to our mortal bodies, just as it raised Christ.  

Gospel - John 11:1-45: Lazarus from Bethany, brother of Mary and Martha, fell ill. Despite their message to 
Jesus, He delayed His visit, explaining the situation was to glorify God. Upon arrival, Lazarus had been dead 
four days. Martha expressed faith in Jesus, who declared Himself as the resurrection and life. Deeply moved 
and troubled by the mourning, Jesus wept, then miraculously raised Lazarus from the dead, strengthening the 
faith of many onlookers.
