Second Reading - 1 John 2:1-5: If we sin, Jesus Christ, the righteous, advocates for us. He atoned for our sins, extend-
ing beyond us to the whole world. True knowledge of Him is demonstrated by obeying His commands.  
Gospel - Luke 24:35-48: The disciples recounted recognizing Jesus by the breaking of bread. Jesus then appeared, offer-
ing peace and dispelling fears of his being a specter by showing his hands and feet and eating fish, demonstrating his 
physical resurrection. He affirmed their roles as witnesses.
