When we 
listen to the Lord, we are assured of and find 
strength in God’s presence. Listening deeply, we 
perceive the Lord’s call and find the grace to re-
spond to it, finding the assurance we need to live 
and share the gospel of Jesus Christ, even when it is 
challenging to do so. When we listen, we hear Jesus 
say to us as he did to the disciples on the mountain, 
“Rise, and do not be afraid.” This Lent, take time to 
listen to the Lord and allow what you hear to help 

you turn away from sin and toward the life and im-
mortality of the Christian disciple.
